How to quickly clean your home for an unexpected guest
Do you ever get that unexpected phone call from someone that says they’re in the neighborhood and would like to stop by for an unexpected visit and your house is in the worst possible shape?  I will share with you how to get your house looking fabulous in no time.  You must start in the kitchen. Get a basket or even a plastic grocery bag and put all sink and counter clutter into it and either put it under the sink, or into a bedroom closet out of sight.  Do not try to organize your countertop,  you simply don’t have enough time.  Once the countertop is clear, wipe it clean and leave some handsoap, a towel to dry with and, if you have one available, a nice lighted candle.  Give the toilet a quick clean with capful of bleach into the toilet water, scrub it quickly and wipe the rest of the bowl clean with a wet paper towel and disinfect it with Lysol or a rag dampened with bleach and water mixture.  Be sure to quickly wipe beneath the bowl as well.  Empty the trash, close the shower curtain, and sweep the floor.  There shouldn’t be a reason to take your guest into any of the bedrooms, but, just in case, make the beds, then quickly put everything from the floor onto the bed, bag it up, put it in the closet, give the room a quick run over with the vacuum and that should be sufficient.  Walk through the rest of the house and just grab a basket or bag to rid the house of clutter (you can sort through it later).  Dust the surfaces that you have time to dust, fluff your pillows, vacuum throughout and give the house a good fresh scent with your favorite air freshener.  One last detail that is very important.  Make sure you walk outside your front door with a broom and sweep away any debris near the entryway.  Also give the steps a quick sweep and don’t forget to clean the front door glass.
