Hello, I am going to explain how to prepare a ball pythons tank. The first thing is to determine the correct size tank for your ball python. Depending on it's length and age you will either need a 10 gallon for a 1 year old ball python at about 18-24 inches, a 20-30 gallon for a sub adult ball python at around 24-36 inches, and a 30-40 gallon tank for an adult ball python around 36-48 inches.

The next thing to do would be to get the supplies for the inside of the tank. The items that should be include for your tank include, a tight fitting lid to prevent escape, locks to hold the tank lid down, 2 hides for the snake, a water bowl, the substrate for the ground bedding(be sure that the bedding is not any type of cedar as it is harmful to the snake), an apparatus for the snake to climb on, and an under tank heater. 

Once you have all the necssary supplies you can prepare the tank. Start by placing the under tank heater either on the back side of the tank or on the underneath. The placement of the heater should be to the very left of the tank or the very right of the tank, do not place it in the center. The placement will be up to you. If you do decide to place it underneath be sure that the tank sits off of whatever surface it is on so there is air circulation underneath the tank.

Now that you have that set up you can begin with the inside of the tank. Start with placing the bedding/substrate in the tank, spread it around so it is even and about an inch to two inches in depth.

Next place the hides in the tank. Place them so that one is over the heat source and the other is on the opposite end of the tank. This placement will allow the snake to thermo regulate its temperature, since they are cold blooded.

Now you can place the water bowl and the climbing apparatus where ever you like. I will leave that up to you. Those are all the necessities for ball python. An additional item to have around is a temperature gauge, so you can check the temperature of the hot side and the cool side of the tank. Normal temperature should be around 85-90 degrees. 

You are now ready to place your snake in a great home. Good Luck!!!!!!
